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When | visit the library

In the library there will be shelves of
books

| can sit in a chair to read a book

| can borrow a book and take it
home with me
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If | want to borrow a book | will talk
to a member of the library staff

The staff will show me how to
borrow the book and tell me when |
need to bring it back to the library

The library will also have some
computers that | can use
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When | have finished | will leave the
library
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
