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1. The Lifting Operations and Lifting Equipment Regulations (LOLER); the Approved Code of Practice and the Guidance, sets out the statutory requirements with regard to lifting equipment.  

2. Lifting equipment covers equipment for lifting of people e.g. passenger lifts and lifting equipment in a rest home, and equipment for lifting of goods e.g. cranes on a construction site.

3. Anyone who has significant involvement with lifting equipment should refer to the legislation.
4. Lifting equipment must be sound, of adequate strength and suitable for its purpose.  It must be properly set up by competent people, be adequately maintained and properly used.  It must be marked with its safe working load.  When used to carry passengers, proper rescue arrangements must have been made for the eventuality of them becoming trapped in the carrier.
5. Any employee who uses or directs an item of lifting equipment must be trained, experienced, competent and adequately supervised.
6. There are important statutory requirements with regard to examinations, inspections, and testing.

7. Safe Working Procedure – Lifting Operations and Lifting Equipment provides information on the Authority’s policy on safe use of lifting equipment.
