You can also get them to do their own ‘list’. Perhaps you can give them one of
their own to take round the shop with pictures drawn on that they can spy / fetch.

This is good
for developing vocabulary knowledge and links. Talk about:
What it looks / feels like e.g. it's round and bumpy and orange.
How / What you use it for e.g. you put it on your cereal, you drink it in your cup, you eat
it with a spoon.
Where you might find it e.g. where it grows or where in the house you'd find / use it.
What else it is linked with e.g. cows make it, monkey’s like eating them.
