Notice in
writing of all appointments must be made to the Local Returning Officer by 25 April 2024 at
the latest.

The counting of the votes for the Police & Crime Commissioner election in the Southampton
voting area will commence on Friday 3 May 2024 at 10.00am in The O2 Guildhall, West
Marlands Road, Southampton SO14 7LP.

Access to the venue will be available to candidates and agents from 9.30am, via the main
entrance to the Civic Centre.

Each candidate may appoint up to FIFTEEN counting agents to attend the counting of the
votes. Notice in writing of all appointments must be made to the Local Returning Officer by
25 April 2024 at the latest.
