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1. When leading off site activities, accompanying adults must have group lists showing their own group responsibility, who is travelling in which vehicle, and the name and telephone number of the base contact person who can be contacted in the event of an emergency situation.  The head of the establishment must have an agreed emergency plan, which can be put into operation in the event of a major accident.  This should include the involvement of Children and Families or a representative.

2. Before any activity takes place that involves participants in residence for one night or more away from home, the proposal for this activity going ahead must be registered with the Children and Families unless residential arrangements have been organised by Council Centres for Outdoor Education.  Eight weeks before the activity is due to take place, the proposal form must be submitted.
