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1. There are areas in school where water temperatures in wash basins, showers and heating radiators can cause harm to pupils especially in nursery or infant schools and to teaching staff.

2. The Safe Working Procedure – Workplace Health, Safety and Welfare explains the reasons why water temperature must be controlled in areas where vulnerable people may be scalded and advises on how to reduce the risk of injury to these people.
